To perfectly mirror the official OC exam, all OCTTC sessions utilise a computer-based testing format. 

 Devices Provided: All OCTTC sessions use the same computer-based testing format as the official OC 
exam. Each student completes their trial test on an individual testing device provided by the college 
during class - no need to bring your own. This ensures every student has access to identical, properly 
configured equipment and can focus entirely on the test rather than troubleshooting their device. 

 Device Care Policy: Students are expected to handle all testing devices with care throughout the 
session. Please remind your child of this responsibility. Parents and guardians are responsible for any 
repair or replacement costs if a device is damaged due to careless handling or negligence. 

Make-Up Test Policy
